MINUTES OF MEETING

FRIENDS OF THE DONALD W. REYNOLDS COMMUNITY CENTER & LIBRARY

August 21, 2018
The Friends of the Donald W. Reynolds Community Center & Library (FOL) met at 5:30 p.m., August 21, 2018, in the conference room of the public library.

I.  President Brenda Monroe called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

II.  The minutes from the May 15, 2018, meeting were read.   Pat Tonubbee made a motion to accept the minutes, and Marion Hill seconded the motion. All members agreed, and the motion was passed. 

III.  Angie Mullen presented the treasurer’s report.  Marion Hill made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report, and Yvonne Rolater seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed. 

IV.  Robbee Tonubbee presented a Donald W. Reynolds Community Center & Library report.  She shared the following information: 

· Summer Reading Program was moved to the theater, and it was a success.  Summer Feeding Program served 600 lunches and 215 snacks.  

· Robert Damron became a full-time employee who helps with the outreach program.

· Darla Marrow was hired as a part-time janitor; she works from 6:30 a.m. to 11:00 a.m., Monday through Friday.

· Circulation of children books increased during June and July.  Large print fiction books continue to be the largest circulation of materials.

· A “huge over-haul” of landscaping of the library’s lawn will be taking place in the near future.

· Plans have been made to repair the roof of the library.
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· After the fallen light fixture, a mobile scissor lift was rented to replace light bulbs and to remove the mildew on the vent and wall above the computers in the lab. A mobile scissor lift is rented about twice a year to replace light bulbs.  Plans are to purchase new light fixtures for the Community Center.  The fixtures are expensive.  
· New copiers for the library have been purchased and installed.

· Automatic flushers (cost was between $1,200.00 and $1,300.00) have been installed in the men’s bathroom.

· Hand blowers in the bathrooms have been replaced with paper towel holders.

· The “Summer Teen Program” was a success.

V. Old Business -
1. The Summer Reading Program was a success.

2. The dates for the annual Book Sale are October 4, 5, & 6, 2018.  There will be an organizational meeting on September 4, 2018, in Study Room 3, at 5:30 p.m.   Extra help is needed on the “setup” date and the “tear down” date.  
After some discussion, Jane Hicks made the motion that the FOL approve the following items, and Ann Thompson seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed.

· Give free FOL bags to new members

· Give free FOL bags to customers who purchase at least $25.00 (previously was $50.00) worth of merchandise during the book and craft sales
· Reduce the price of paperbacks to $.10 on Saturday (the last day of the book sale)

· Donate remaining paperback books to various entities after the book sale

· Change the “Book Organization Day” from the first Tuesday to the first 
    Wednesday of the month

· Approve Angie Mullen to print the advertisement fliers for the book sale and 
    have them ready to give to FOL members at the September organizational 
    meeting

A sign-up sheet was circulated for members to sign-up to help with the book sale.  It was noted that there is a need for more boxes for sorting books.  Also, it was requested that each FOL member sell at least 10 quilt tickets.  
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3. The library will host its annual Pet Pawrade & Celebration Saturday, August 25, 2018, from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. in the west parking lot of the Library.  There will be free hot dogs, animal adoptions, vendors, a bounce house, and PET PORTRAITS by Britnee! 

After some discussion, Angie Mullen asked the FOL for $200.00 to pay for the Bounce House.  Sandy Wright made the motion that the FOL give $200.00 to pay for the Bounce House, and Ann Thompson seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed.
VI. New Business
1. The Craft Sale is planned for the first weekend in December.  Brenda Monroe shared some crafts.  Donations for the craft sale are welcome.  Volunteers will be needed to help with the craft sale.  Brenda will be announcing dates for craft workshops.
2. Yvonne Yolater circulated a T-shirt flier, and she agreed to send an email to FOL members with all of the information.

3. Robbee Tonubbee shared that the FOL had been required to get a sales tax permit from the Oklahoma Tax Commission.  While this tax permit requires that the FOL pay sales taxes, it also allows the FOL to make tax-exempt purchases.  It was noted that a volunteer was needed to work the café on Fridays.

4. Robbee Tonubbee shared that the Jeremy Todd and Robert Damron have plans to continue the “teen activities”, grades 6 through 12.  A program called “The Lounge” will be implemented, and there is a need for funds to purchase materials that will provide for a cross-curricular, hands-on, learning environment.  Jeremy Todd is asking the FOL to purchase a LEGO Mindstorms Education EV3 Robotics that will cost $4,499.95 for The Lounge Program.  After some discussion, Jane Hicks made the motion that the FOL purchase the LEGO Mindstorms Education EV3 Robotics, and Priscilla Washington seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed.

5. Robbee Tonubbee shared that there will be a “trivia night” the last Friday night in September.  Funds from this event have been used to fund Raising a Reader, but Robbee requested that funds raised from this event be donated to the Light of Hope Shelter, Inc., Durant, Oklahoma.  She stated that the Raising a Reader Organization had their supplies and materials at this time.   After some discussion, Karen Jacob made the motion that the funds raised from the trivia night be donated to the Light of Hope Shelter, Inc., and Pam Carey seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed.
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6.  Robbee Tonubbee shared that she had used State Aid funds to purchase children “Launch Pads”.  The cost for the pads was $1200.00, and the pads have been very popular.   Robbee also shared that she wanted to add to this collection by purchasing launch pads that remain in the library.  Robbee asked the FOL for funds to purchase these additional pads.  After some discussion, Linda Spencer made the motion that the FOL purchase the additional launch pads, and Candy Ashenfelt seconded the motion.  All members agreed, and the motion was passed.
7. Robbee Tonubbee shared that the Library had received a Financial Fitness Literacy Grant.  This grant will pay for 10 families to participate in Financial Fitness Workshops that will be held during September and October.

VII.  Candy Ashenfelt made the motion that the meeting be adjourned, and Angie Mullen seconded the motion.   All members agreed, and the meeting was adjourned at 7:12 p.m.
